	Organizational
	The student completed some components but needed much encouragement and the instructor to make contact with the entrepreneur.
	The student needed prompting by the instructor to establish the contact, prepare questions, and set up the appointment.

	The student took responsibility for contacting the entrepreneur to be interviewed, preparing questions in advance, and being prompt. 

	Mannerism
	There is little supporting evidence to show that the interviewer prepared, so there were long pauses and valuable information was not gathered.
	There is some supporting evidence to show that the interviewer prepared for the interview, but there was quite a bit of uncertainty and interruption of the interviewee.
	The interview was conducted quite effectively with few pauses and the student treats the interviewee respectfully.  A little more organization would have made things go more smoothly.
	The interview was conducted in a professional manner with the student asking questions and listening politely to the answers. The result of superior organization is evident.

	Content

	Very little effort to consider benefits in lifestyle, compensation, and/or opportunity. The questions did not draw answers that clarify the benefits of the interviewees entrepreneurial venture.
	Some benefits in lifestyle, compensation, and/or opportunity have been considered in limited detail. There was no effort to have the interviewee expand on ideas for clarity.
	Several benefits in lifestyle, compensation, and/or opportunity have been considered in detail. The interview failed to ask questions for clarity at times.
	Benefits in lifestyle, compensation, and opportunity have been considered in detail.  The interviewer has gathered accurate and helpful information.
